SWIMMING POOL

1) Children under the age of 12 years of age will be admitted only if they are accompanied by
an adult custodian.

2) Swimming pool attire is permitted only in the pool and Jacuzzi area. Users are not
permitted in other areas of the hotel clad in their swimming attire.

3) Itis strictly forbidden to enter the pool dressed in clothes, shoes, etc. Only proper
swimwear is to be worn when entering the pool

4) All persons must take a shower before entering the pool

5) Users should conduct themselves in such a manner so as not to cause any disturbance or
any inconvenience to other users of the pool

6) The management reserves the right to control and restrict the use of any floaters, air beds,
inner tubes, snorkels and similar equipment

7) Persons suffering from flu or other contagious diseases, illnesses including allergies and
skin conditions are not permitted to enter the pool

8) Children under 4 years must wear “Stay Dry” nappies

HEALTH CLUB

1) Use of the Health Club facilities are restricted to Members and Residents only. Members
cannot bring guests into this area.

2) USE OF ALL FACILITIES ARE AT YOUR OWN RISK: Users are advised to first consult a
Doctor if they have any doubt their fitness to use any of the equipment or facilities

3) Children under the age of 16 are not permitted in this area

4) The managementis not responsible for any articles lost, stolen or damaged. Please keep
all your valuables securely locked in a locker.

6) Please return equipment to their proper station and assist in maintaining the overall
quality of our premises.

MULTI-SPORTS COURT

1) Courts must be booked in advance and confirmed on the day of play 6 hours ahead of
playing time. Non-compliance may resultin the removal of the court reservation.

2) If the booking party is a “No Show” the courts will be released 15 min after the booking
time.

3) The amount of time courts can be reserved is at the discretion of the Health Club
management.

4) All fees including courts fees, rental of racquets, balls etc. are payable at the court
reception PRIOR to commencement of play.

5) The players are responsible to return the racquets hired by them in the same good
condition. Any breakages will have to be paid for.

6) Any form of coaching needs to be discussed in advance and agreed upon. This may result
in an additional fee being levied.

7) Proper attire must be worn during the use o the courts and this includes use of correct
footwear specified for our court (non-marking sports shoes).

8) Each member or resident is permitted to bring one partner free of charge.
